Class Policies

Attendance

Regular attendance is imperative to success. Students will follow Creek’s attendance policy, as described in the Student-Parent Handbook. Any work that was assigned prior to an excused absence must be turned in the day the student returns to school. Students will be given two days per day of excused absence in order to make up any missed assignments. It is the student’s responsibility to contact the instructor in order to arrange for make up work. 

Materials

Performance Categories

Class Discussions

Every student will lead at least one class discussion during the school year.  These discussions occur on average every 2-3 weeks.  Discussion topics are provided to students in advance and are most often based on non-text primary or secondary source readings.  

Homework/Class Work

Credit will be given for assignments completed both outside class and during class time throughout the year.  Late homework is not accepted.

Chapter Quizzes

This course will cover one chapter of the textbook per week and students will be quizzed on each of these chapters.  Normally, these quizzes will be given on Fridays and will consist of 30 multiple-choice questions.  See unit syllabi for quiz dates.

Unit Exams

Expect a unit exam every 7-8 weeks.  Unit exams will follow one of the following two formats:  a 55 question multiple-choice exam, an in-class essay, or a combination of these. Roughly 75% of the multiple-choice questions that appear on a typical unit exam are derived from class notes.  The rest of the exam questions are derived mostly from text readings and primary source readings assigned during the unit  covered by the exam.
